· New Commissioned Project by Lauren D. Yee. An up-and-coming young writer, with a keen sense of humor and deep curiosity about issues of the day, Lauren Yee will write a new play for AlterTheater’s company of artists. 
Lauren Yee is a 2009 MacDowell Colony fellow, a 2008/09 Dramatists Guild fellow, and a member of the 2009 Public Theater Emerging Writers Group. She has been a finalist for the Princess Grace Award, the Jerome Fellowship, the PONY Fellowship, the Djerassi Resident Artist Program, the Jane Chambers Playwriting Award, and the Heideman Award, as well as a current nominee for the Wasserstein Prize. She has received commissions from the Bay Area Playwrights Festival, the O’Neill Studio at Yale, and PlayGround. Other honors include Kumu Kahua Theatre’s Pacific Rim Prize and the Yale Playwrights Festival. She has received fellowships from the American Antiquarian Society, the Byrdcliffe Artist Colony, the Edward F. Albee Foundation, the Hawthornden Castle International Retreat, and the New York Mills Arts Retreat, and funding from the Ludwig Vogelstein Foundation and Theatre Bay Area.
